Any type of open burning in Georgia requires a permit, with the
exception of acceptable agricultural burning. Burn permits are
now required for the operation of an Air Curtain Destructor.

(GFC). The site provides burn permits and will
also provide information about any additional lo-
cal burn restrictions.
